One of  the most talented musicians and composers to appear in ten years, André Mehmari 
surprises us with each new project.

This time, the pianist and native of  the state of  Rio de Janeiro, releases a set of  17 compositions; 
sings, whistles and plays more than a dozen different musical instruments including strings, 
woodwinds, and percussion; and also produced, recorded and mixed everything in his own home 
studio.

Lyricism and beauty are blended in this collection of  inspired waltzes, which flirt with other 
musical forms like choro, ballads, blues, toada and lullaby.

Also there are plenty of  special guests like the Italian clarinet player Gabriele Mirabassi, 
saxophonist Teco Cardoso and singers Monica Salmaso, Zé Miguel Wisnik and Sérgio Santos.

In view of  such fertile and diversified output, it's not easy to believe that Mehmari is only 31 years 
old!
